The DPI setting can be changed using the DPI button
on the top side (400, 800, and 1600 DPI).

This lets you configure profiles, LED colors, DPI stages, and many other button
assignments.

Sensor Lift Off Distance

Delay Options

With the options at the upper right, you can automatically insert delays between
button presses.The first option, ,,Actual Delay," records the delay in real time,
and the second option inserts a fixed delay between inputs. This can be entered
in millisecond increments in the applicable field. Or choose ,,No Delay" if you

don't want to add a delay between commands.
